Eligibility: (taken into consideration to determine recipients)

e Nomination by the student's Appleton East High School advisor

e This award is to benefit a student that may not otherwise be able to discover their educational dreams and
focuses on the individual's respective life circumstances that may have challenged them disproportionately
during their 4 years at Appleton East High School

e Must be planning to attend UWO-Fox Cities Campus, Menasha, WI

e No specific GPA requirement, however, the student advisor must sincerely believe that the nominee will be
able to maintain good academic standing while attending UWO-Fox Cities Campus

Award Amount:
Scholarship award is the cost of the recipient’s first year tuition, fees, and books at UWO-Fox Cities, Menasha, WI,
minus any other scholarships, grants or financial aid.

Selection:

Nominations from student advisors need to be turned in to the guidance office by early January, with
recommendation by High School staff being done by the end of January. Following the student’s attendance at an
Advisement and Registration Day at UWO-Fox Cities, a meeting will be set up between a UWO-Fox Cities Campus
Student Affairs Coordinator, the student and the donor to review the student’s registration and assist the student to
be successful with their educational goals.

Collecting the Award & Payment Procedure:

Recipients must fill out and submit Scholarship Acceptance Form and Scholarship Verification Form through the
Scholarship Portal (https//www.grantinterface.com/Home/Logon?urlkey=cffvrscholar). Recipients are required to
provide supporting documents as instructed in the Scholarship Verification Form, such as class registration/list with
credits listed, proof of major, grade transcript, etc.

After approval of online Scholarship Verification Form, the scholarship check will be paid directly to the school the
recipient will be attending. The Community Foundation communicates with students via email; it is the student'’s
responsibility to keep their Scholarship Portal account updated with their current email address.

Loss of Eligibility:
Failure to maintain full-time student status at UWO-Fox Cities campus.
